In 1996, Hanks recognized a problem with drugs and alcohol, and subsequently checked himself into a tre
ment center. As a result, Hanks taught weekly classes on recovery for ten years at the rehab center that hel
him to help himself fourteen years ago. Although this book was written from the perspective of a recovering
alcoholic / addict, you don’t have to be a drug addict or alcoholic to b&oeh reading of Hanks’ spiritual
pilgrimage — from desperation and despair, to hope and then serenity.
